Theme

This exhibition explores the enduring struggle and resilience surrounding the Cambodia—
Thailand border conflict — a story of land, identity, and sovereignty told through small-scale
artworks that hold powerful truths. Though each piece may be physically small, together they
reveal the deep wounds, courage, and unity of a people defending their homeland. “Small
Work, Big Story” transforms moments of tension and injustice — such as the violation of the
ceasefire and the intrusion of Thai troops with barbed wire into Cambodian soil — into acts of
visual resistance and remembrance. The exhibition invites viewers to reflect on how even the
smallest acts, gestures, or territories can embody the spirit of a nation and the struggle for
dignity.

Aims :

1. To raise awareness of the Cambodia—Thailand border conflict and the human, cultural, and
emotional impact of territorial violations.

2. To honor Cambodian resilience — portraying the strength and unity of communities
protecting their land, heritage, and national identity.

3. To transform conflict into dialogue, using art as a peaceful platform to confront aggression
and injustice while fostering regional understanding.

4. To demonstrate that scale does not define power — small artworks can carry immense
political and emotional weight, mirroring the idea that small nations can stand firmly for
justice.

5. To encourage reflection and empathy among audiences, inspiring a deeper appreciation of
Cambodia’s history, sovereignty, and cultural pride.

6. To document memory and resistance through creative expression, ensuring that moments

of violation and struggle are not forgotten but transformed into stories of strength.
